Fulcrum Foundation must complete the 
process.   Applications are only accepted at 

the school where your child is enrolled or has 
applied.  The Foundation requires all who are 
applying to go online for their application.  You

You will need to print a hard copy of your 
completed application and attach it to the 
required financial and/or tax information 
(08-09 IRS tax documents).  This packet 

must then be turned into the school office in 
order to be considered for any tuition 

assistance.
