Many children rarely hear this powerful message 
about struggle.  As a result, they may become 
conditioned to go from one easy thing to the next, 
desperately trying to find fulfillment.  Do you know 
anyone who does this and never finds joy and 
meaning? 

Give your kids the gift of hearing you talk about the 
satisfaction that comes from hard work.  I discuss 
how those who understand this message become 
the type of people who employers want to hire and 
America desperately needs.  I  also remind people 
that the best way to permanently ingrain this belief 
in your children is to have them overhear  you 
talking about your own struggles and the 
satisfaction that delayed gratification, hard work, 
and achievement bring.  What our kids overhear is 
far more powerful than what we tell them.
